– UAVs, Internet of Things, intelligent 
transportation systems, logistics 
tracking applications 

• Estimates say over half of existing 
receivers already support 2 or more 
GNSS

• Encourage compatibility and interoperability with foreign 
GNSS services, promote transparency in civil service 
provisioning and enable market access 

• Operate and maintain constellation to satisfy civil and 
national security needs 

– Foreign PNT services may be used to augment and 
strengthen the resiliency of GPS 

• Invest in domestic capabilities and support international 
activities to detect, mitigate and increase resiliency to 
harmful interference 

• Protect radio-navigation spectrum from disruption and 
interference
